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Foreword

The
data contained in the pocket book is continuously updated and published in the form of a pocket book/
hand book from time to time to provide a handy source of reliable data which is easily accessible
to all and thus facilitating the policy makers, planners, administrators and researchers in planning,
implementing and evaluating the programmes. The new edition of the hand book “Statistics on Children
in India” contains not only updated information but also new data which have become available now.
Efforts have been made to provide latest information available from various sources. | hope that this
document will meet the needs of the planners, researchers and administrators and they find it useful in
designing their tasks. We would, however, welcome any suggestion for improvement in the coverage
and quality of the publication.
